Provision of a suitable coffin – this will made from Oak Veneered 
 
Viewing of the deceased person for family and friends, by appointment with the Funeral Director. 
(Where viewing is requested by the customer) 
 
At a date and time, you agree with the Funeral Director, taking the deceased person direct  
to the agreed cemetery or crematorium (Normally within 20 miles of the Funeral Directors premises) 
in a Hearse.
